Thene will be many who wilf nemember Kay forn hen experience and wise couns-
elling with that body.

In this Society, we will nemember oun Kay fon a great many neasons, the
best being possibly the mannern in which she s0 ably and wisely chaired

ourn meetings and conducted the society business - both as Chairman. and
President. We will nemembern, with much happiness, the many 'At Homes'
that Kay and hen husband Ted afforded the Society fon its famous 'Summer’
meetings at Highcliffe and the ensuing Evening Dinners - they were always
amongst oun happiest meetings. We will nemember Kay's unfailing caring
attitude to any of us approaching her with our Philatelic - oxn even private -
problems when her wanm and generous friendship was seen at its best. Kay
cared fon all of us whom she knew and for the Society in totality. Despite
AL health and continous pain over many years, Kay always gave of her best.
Kay's 'best' just had to be THE VERY BEST. Ves, Kay cared for us all and
we shall nespect her memory forn a Long, Long time.

Finally, we extend to Ted, her husband oun sincerest and warmest thoughts;
many of us proud to be necognised as his friends, too. ALthough not a
stamp enthusiast, Ted always supported Kay in her work fon us and fon all
Lthe philatelic societies she was attached to.
